In addition to the touristic highlights, we will visit a number of 

agricultural operations including a tropical fruit cooperative for 

mango and avocado, an organic fruit and vegetable farm, a 

dairy operation producing milk and other products for local 

markets, olive oil production and a dehesa with a natural curing 

house for Iberian Ham.  

The tour is produced in partnership with our US colleagues and 

will include US farmers so enjoyable and diverse company in 

guaranteed. 

 



TOUR ITINERARY  

 

Day 1 Friday 5th April 2019                                (--D) 

Noon departure from London airport to Seville, Spain. Private transfer to the hotel and check in for a 
1 night stay. Time to refresh before meeting your US tour guide and joining the rest of the group for 
a óWelcome Dinnerô in the hotel. Other departure airports may be possible but may be subject to        
additional supplements at the time of booking.  

 

Day 2 Saturday 6th April 2019          (B-D)
Breakfast and check out of your hotel. Depart south to Jerez, 
the Sherry capital of the world. The first visit is to the Royal 
School of Equestrian Art, the institution dedicated to the     
conservation of the Andalusian horse and the skills of those 
employed in the equine industry. The visit includes a tour of 
the facilities and the professional dressage show.  Later visit a 
local sherry producer to see the wine cellars, production      
facilities and enjoy a tasting. Continue south to the border 
town with Gibraltar, for a 1 night stay with dinner. 

 

Day 3 Sunday 7th April 2019                      (B-D) 

Breakfast and check out. Walk across the border into the British colony of Gibraltar, where you will 
be met by a coach and given a guided tour of óthe Rockô including, the American War Memorial,  
Trafalgar Cemetery and the Trinity Lighthouse before moving to the óupper Rockô. Here you can    
enjoy the magnificent views of the harbour, the straights of Gibraltar looking across to Africa, St 
Michaels Cave, the tunnels and of course the Barbary Monkeys that roam free on the Rock. The 
tour includes the cable car journey to the very top of the Rock. Enjoy some free time for shopping 
with lunch at own cost before heading back to Spain and the journey to the Malaga for a 1 night stay 
and dinner. 

 

Day 4 Monday 8th April 2019                               (BLD) 

Breakfast. Depart to the tropical coast. En-route, visit a production and packing plant of one of the 
most important tropical fruit cooperatives (mainly avocado and mango, with 20,000 square metres). 
Continue to visit a small tropical fruit farm with lunch in nearby restaurant. In the afternoon visit a   
co-op that packs fresh organic vegetables and fruits. The co-op has several hectares of greenhouse 
cultivation producing more than 15,000 tons a year. Continue to Granada and check in for a 2 night 
stay and dinner. 

                                                                                                                       Day 5 Tuesday 9th April 2019                                       (B-D) 

Breakfast. Depart west to visit a co-op dairy operation that 
includes its own milk processing facility supplying own brand 
milk and cheese across the region to different retail outlets. 
Enjoy some free time in Grenada with lunch at own expense. 

This afternoon enjoy a guided tour of the magnificent          
Alhambra Palace. A UNESCO World Heritage site, the      
Palace was originally built by the Moores for the ruling Emir 
as a fortress, palace and Mosque. In the 15th Century the 
Catholic Spaniards were finally able to eject the Muslims and 
converted it into a Royal Palace and a church. The buildings 
are beautifully carved with Arab script and have both Moorish 
and European architecture, including a magnificent garden 
designed for Muhammed V, the Sultan of Granada. Return to 

            the hotel for dinner and overnight.  
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Day 6 Wednesday 10th April 2019       (B-D) 

After breakfast, depart to Cordoba. Visit a producer of wine 
and olive oil, passing fruit and olive groves on the way.      
Although April is not the best time to see olive groves, you will 
receive a full explanation about olive oil production at the    
cooperative. Afterwards, visit a small town famous for its    
pottery and enjoy a demonstration of the art. Founded by the 
Romans, the port was important for shipping Spanish olive 
oil, wine and wheat back to ancient Rome. Check in to your 
hotel for a 1 night stay and dinner in the hotel.  

 

Day 7 Thursday 11th April 2019                         (B-D) 

Breakfast. This morning, enjoy a walking tour of Cordoba. 
See the old quarter where there is a network of beautiful     
alleyways, squares and white-washed courtyards surrounding the Great Mosque, which reflects the 
history of the city during the Middle Ages and is now the symbol of the city. Continue to Seville for 
lunch at own cost with free time to explore. Transfer to your hotel on the outskirts of the city and 
check in for a 3 night stay. Dinner in the hotel.  

 

Day 8 Friday 12th April 2019                          (B-D) 

Breakfast in the hotel then depart towards the province of Huelva to visit a strawberry farm. This 
modern hydroponic facility is state of the art. The town of La Rabida is located in Huelva Province 
nearby on the Rio Tinto estuary where you will visit the Harbour of Caravels, a waterfront exhibition 
with life size replicas of Columbusôs three ships, the Nina, the Pinta and the Santa Maria built for the 
500th anniversary in 1992. Lunch at own cost. Return to the hotel for dinner and overnight.  

 

Day 9 Saturday 13th April 2019                               (BLD) 

Breakfast in the hotel. Depart for a visit to a dehesa, an 
open forest area where the pigs roam free to forage,       
creating the unique flower of the Iberian acorn. Visit the   
natural curing house of Iberian ham and learn about the 
ham curing process. Enjoy a light lunch tasting the cured 
ham as well as other local products from the area. Return to 
Seville for  some free time in the city. This evening, enjoy a 
farewell dinner with Flamenco Show.
